Topic: There is no specific topic. All subjects for poetry interpretation are acceptable and must be in good
taste.

1. A student MUST MEMORIZE a published poetry selection of an author, written in English that is to be
interpreted. ORIGINAL STUDENT POEMS ARE NOT ACCEPTABLE.

2. STUDENTS MUST SUBMIT THREE TYPEWRITTEN COPIES OF THE POEM including the title and
author with their VCR/DVD. The name of the student, teacher, and school MUST appear on copies of the
poem. Place all these poems in one file folder and label it COPIES OF POEMS FOR INTERPRETTATION.

3. Each poem interpretation video must adhere to a three-minute time limit.

4. No more than one (1) student from the same teacher may interpret the same poem.

5. No students may share in the interpretation of a single poem.

6. There can be no more than five (5) entries per language/per level/per division/per school, per
teacher.

7. Each VHS tape/DVD must contain only one (1) presentation.  Flash drives and CDs cannot be
submitted.
